Pastry
200g/7oz Plain flour (sifted)
Pinch of salt
1 egg
1-2 tablespoons water
100g/3 oz butter, cut into small pieces

Filling
450g/1lb leeks
175g/6oz streaky bacon
1 tablespoon oil
Salt and pepper
Pinch of curry powder
225g/8oz pork sausages sliced
2 eggs
250ml/8fl oz soured cream

Method
Preheat oven to gas mark 6 (200c, 400f)

Place flour, egg, salt, water and butter in
bowl and mix until dough is formed

Leave in fridge for 2 hours

Dice bacon and brown in the oil

Slice leeks and add to the bacon with salt,
pepper and curry powder

Cook gently for 10 minutes

Roll out pastry to line 9” flan tin. Prick the
base several times with a fork

Remove rind from sausage and lay slices
over the pastry base

Spread with the leek filling

Beat eggs and soured cream and
seasoning to taste, pour over filling

Bake for 50-60 minutes
